Once all 3 items are received
by the school office the
Principal will review the
Volunteer Registration.  If all
the School Division
requirements are met, the
registration will be approved.

It does not need to
be done each year.  If,
however, there is a change to
the Criminal Record Check or
Child Intervention Check,
updated copies must be
provided to the school and the
registration will be re-
evaluated for approval by the
Principal.
